According to the United States 
Department of Education, more 
than 85% of America’s  Black 
male 4th grade students are 
not proficient in reading.

In an increasingly global and 
knowledge-based economy, 
poor reading skills among 
young  Black boys today will 
produce  Black men who are 
unprepared to compete in 
the workforce of tomorrow. 
Four key factors contribute 
to low reading proficiency 
among  Black boys: (1) limited 
access to engaging reading 
material; (2) lack of  Black men 
in  Black boys’ early reading 
experiences; (3) few culturally 
competent educators; and (4) 
educational systems that are 
unresponsive to Black boys’ 
individual learning needs.

MISSION
Help Black boys ages 4-8 to identify as readers by connecting 
fun books to a male-centered space and by involving Black 
men in boys’ early reading experiences.

Because of you, we experienced significant growth during the past year. It is my 
honor to share our 2017-2018 annual report with you.

The Barbershop Books program expanded into four new states in FY 2018 
(California, Iowa, Maryland, Mississippi) and thirteen new cities. Support from 
individual donors, school districts, local governments, and library systems 
enabled us to partner with 133 barbershops, reaching an estimated 5,320 Black 
boys ages 4-8 per month. 

Feedback from communities throughout the United States has been positive and 
encouraging. A quick glance of our social media feed reveals the smiling faces of 
boys, men, and families engrossed in fun titles from our curated book lists. We 
established a major goal this year of streamlining the implementation process 
of the Barbershop Books program, laying a solid foundation for growth and 
effectiveness. 

We take the awesome responsibility of inspiring the next generation of 
readers seriously. Reading Holiday Project, Inc. and the Barbershop Books 
team work tirelessly to empower and equip communities with the resources 
and information they need to create early positive reading experiences in 
barbershops. Together, we can improve reading opportunities for Black boys and 
begin to change the narrative about boys and reading. 

We couldn’t do this work without the generous support of our donors, 
volunteers and community partners. I am humbled by your support and look 
forward to reaching more boys across the country.
